Mending Clothes

( https://threadsmonthly.com/
repair-clothes-statistics/ )

55% of US participants never or 
rarely repaired their clothes. This 
was a study of 254 people in  
the US.

81.9% of US respondents agreed 
that repairing or mending clothing  
is important.

However in other countries there 
is a higher percentage of people 
that do or have mended clothes.

Reasons people would mend: 
if they had paid high prices for 
them, if they had a personal 
attachment to the item, if the 
clothes fit them really well, if 
their clothes continued to last 
longer, if they tried to reduce their 
environmental footprint.

Usually older generations 
mend clothes but it is currently 
becoming more popular in 

younger generations to mend 
clothes. (learning new skill, 
enviornmental footprint).

Not Mending Clothes

Most people agree: repairs to 
clothing are no longer undertaken 
as a normal, regular activity due to 
a lack of skills and equipment at 
home and the cost of professional 
repair and alterations services 
compared to the price of  
new clothes.

Some participants associated 
repairs with poverty or old age 
and indicated that they would 
want to avoid clothes with 
visible repairs in order to protect 
themselves and their families  
from stigma.

Its so popular to have new 
everything. Fast fashion is seen as 
high class and promoted to buy 
the new trends as they come out. 
However, it has become popular 
among younger generations to 
thrift. I think this is a step towards 

reusing clothes. But mending is 
definetly done far less. 

You can get a sewing kit on 
Amazon for under $20. Look up a 
Youtube video for free. For hand 
stitching. However- fast fashion 
places like Shein sell and entire 
new piece of clothing for under 
$10. Yet that is hurting the carbon 
footprint on Earth so much.

You cant convince someone that 
it saves time or money becuase 
theres always something quicker 
and cheaper.

Probably have to drive the 
ecological and earth saving aspect 
of mending clothes and possibly 
the customization of it?
